NATIONAL MOUNTED GAMES
To be considered for a National Mounted Game Team a rider must be a member of either the Junior or Senior NMG squad.
A Junior is a rider who has not attained their 16th birthday by January 1st in the year of competition. 

A Senior is a rider who is 16 and under 26 years of age

Squad Selection
 

Squads are selected at selection trials held at the end of January each year. 
· Riders are assessed by a selection panel consisting of 5 judges using a formalized scoring sheet which allows each rider to be given a score for each game by each judge.
· Riders are rated over 8 different games riding a different horse for each game. The sheets are then totaled with the 12 highest scored Junior riders being selected to the Junior squad and the 12 highest scored Senior riders to the Senior squad
Team Selection 

A team Selection trial is held for both Juniors & Seniors.

· Riders participate in 21 games in a row, changing horses every game
· A selection panel of 5 judges scores each rider on each game using a formalized scoring sheet. The aggregate scores determine the team of 5 riders & the reserve for both the Senior and Junior Teams.
